A brand new PTA run scheme gives you the chance to support the PTA by simply starting your online shopping from
www.belleville-school.org.uk/pta/-/belleville affiliates. From coach tickets to computers, fashion to baby goods, you will
pay the advertised price for your purchases but the PTA will receive a percentage commission. This is how it works ...

Every time you click one of the many merchant links, a small identification 'tag' will be placed in your
browser. If you then go on to buy a product from that merchant (usually within 7-30 days), that tag will
show the initial contact came through the Belleville website, and the PTA will be paid commission of
anything from 1-10%. For example, Boden will give us 5%, La Redoute 3%, John Lewis 2%,
Debehams 2%, PC World 1.5%, Boots 1%, etc. Check out the list on the website for all the
companies registered with the scheme.

If you ever revisit the same merchant, make sure you start your search from Belleville Shopping Links
Page as this ensures the 'tag' is up to date. As the scheme is organised and administered by the
Belleville PTA, 100% of any commissions paid go direct to the PTA to support our school. So, get
shopping and help the PTA at the same time.
